Call to Order/Roll Call 
The meeting was called to order at 7:06 by Chairman Stuart Brummett.  Vice-Chair Lynn Teach and 
Commissioners Michael Gallagher and Tim Osborne were also present.

Brummett announced the resignation of Kristi Bloodworth and welcomed Tim Osborne to the Planning 
Commission 
 
Staff present included Planning Director Victor Villarreal and Assistant Town Planner Chris Cerimele 

Approval of Agenda Items 
M. Gallagher made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  It was seconded by L. Teach.  The motion 
passed 4-0 
 
Approval of Minutes – Minutes from May 27, 2009 
L. Teach made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  M. Gallagher seconded the motion.  The motion 
passed 3-0.  T. Osborne abstained due to the fact that he wasn’t on the Commission for the 5.27.09 meeting 
 
Discussion Items: none 

 
Action Items:  
 

1. Consideration of Land Use Application DRB 09-01; A request for Design Review Board approval 
for a single-family residence at 564 Taylor Street.  The parcel is located in the residential zone of 
the Game Creek Character Area. 

 
Chris Cerimele introduced the application and provided a history of the project that included the approval of a 
variance to construct the home on a portion of land that sloped in excess of 30%.  He stated that all of the 
zoning requirements have been and that the staff recommended approval of the application.  He then proceeded 
to introduce the applicant, Rob Baumgarten, and his architect, Michael Pukas. 
 
Michael Pukas presented his design to the Planning Commission.  He stated that the design has evolved 
considerably since it was first conceived and that the final design is more simplified than previous version.  His 
intention was to make the building appear to be similar to an old-west store front.  He presented an exhibit that 
outlined 3 various garage door designs and stated that the applicant was willing to choose the design that the 
commission preferred.   
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A discussion ensued among the Planning Commission and M. Pukas regarding the different garage door 
designs.  It was agreed that option 3, the wood and glass carriage door, was preferable but that the architect 
should add decorative lamps to either side of the garage door as well as electrical outlets. 
 
L. Teach made a motion to approve the application with the following conditions: 

• Any major changes to the design of the building must first be approved by the DRB 
• The applicant will utilize design option 3 for the garage door design 
• Decorative lamps will be added to the building facade on both sides of the garage 
• Plantings will be incorporated into the retaining wall in the front of the building 
• Electrical outlets will be added on both sides of the garage door on the exterior wall. 

 
The motion was seconded by M. Gallagher. 
 
The motion passed 4-0 
  
Planning Director’s Report 
 
Victor Villarreal provided an overview of the process to be employed in filling the commission vacancy created 
by Kristi Bloodworth’s resignation, stating that there will be an item on the agenda for the Council meeting of 
June 17.  Villarreal stated that it may be possible that the vacancy will be filled by the next Commission 
meeting of the 24th.  Victor then provided the commissioners with a brief recap of their ‘assignments’ from the 
work session earlier that same evening.
